An extermination letter must accompany any application for demolition as well as a site plan showing the
properties to be demolished. All Demolition work must comply with Chapter 33 of the IBC 2009, including but

not limited to:

3303.1 Construction documents.
Construction documents and a schedule for demolition must be submitted. No work shall be done until such

construction documents or schedule, or both, are approved.

3303.2 Pedestrian protection.
The work of demoalishing any building shall not be commenced until pedestrian protection is in place as

required by this chapter,

3303.4 Vacant Lot.
Where a structure has been demolished or removead, the vacant lot shall be filled and maintainad to the

existing grade or in accordance with the ordinances of the jurisdiction having authority.

3303.5 Water accumulation.
Provisions shall be made to prevent the accumulation of water or damage to any foundation on the premises

or the adjoining property.

3303.6 Utility connections:

Before a structure is demolished or removed, the owner or agent shall notify all utilities having service
connections within the structure such as water, electric, gas, sewer and other connections. A permit to
demolish or remove a structure shall not be issued until a release is obtained from the utilities, stating that
their respective service connections and appurtenant equipment, such as meters and regulators, have been

removed or sealed and plugged in a safe manner.

3306.9 Adjacent to excavations

Every demolition and/or excavation shall be enclosed with a barrier not less than 6 feet high. Barriers shall
be of adequate strength to resist wind pressure as specified in Chapter 16.

PROTECTION OF ADJOINING PROPERTY

3307.1 Protection required.
Adjoining public and private property shall be protected from damage during construction, remodeling and

demolition work. Protection must be provided for footings, foundations, party walls, chimneys, skylights and
roofs. Provisions shall be made to control water runoff and erosion during construction or demolition

activities.

Pedestrian protection must be inspected before demolition commences.

All construction debris is to be removed from the site in accordance with PA DEP requirements.
